FOOD PANTRY & PRODUCE GIVEAWAY 
 

Things are looking up at Harvest Hope. We were able to get some canned goods and great looking  

potatoes and onions. Thanks to all the people who brought food. It’s too many to list, and I’m afraid I’ll 

miss someone. Monday, October 19, was a record breaking day for the RUMC pantry. We had 31  

individuals in 4-1/2 hours. 

 

This is just to let you know we are always on the look out for alternative funding for the pantry. Bilo has a 

program called “BoosterPlus”. You’ve probably seen it because most of the schools are part of the program, 

but churches can join too. If approved, we will start in December. Anyone who is willing will be given a 

card to be scanned the next time they shop at Bilo. After that any time you use your Bilo card, 1% of your 

purchase will go into RUMC’s account, up to $3,000 per year. We’ll keep you updated on our progress. 

 

We had 73 people get food on the second Saturday in October. We passed out 5 lbs. of potatoes, about  

2-1/2 lbs. of cabbage, 1/2 dozen hard boiled eggs, a box of macaroni & cheese, an individual container of 

mac & cheese, and a 1 lb. package of pasta.  The cost at Bilo: $14.90. We set up for 100 and just returned 

the “leftovers” to the food pantry. Everyone seems so grateful for the food; it makes it well worth the effort. 

Our faithful crew includes Gabby Windham, Pat & Ken Wood, Pat Hynds, Jonnie Gillian, and Joan 

Deremo. Many hands make getting ready light work.
