Father Maruca heard this recording: “Thank you for calling technical support. We are available to assist you 

every day of the week except, of course, on the Sabbath. If you have a touch tone telephone, you can reach 

your desired party by pressing the proper number.

Father Maruca awakened from his daydream somewhat shaken. After shutting down his computer and 

printer, he went down to the chapel. As he knelt there, he thought he heard a chuckle coming from the  

direction of the tabernacle. It was probably his overactive imagination. He caught himself smiling and heard 

himself saying, “Thanks, Lord, for being so readily accessible. Please don’t go hi-tech on us—ever.” 

 

Sometimes we think  we can’t live or function with all the hi-tech equipment we have. But to be actively 

involved in the ministry of Jesus Christ, God chose human beings to help one another. This is His call to us: 

Romans 12:1 “Here’s what I want you to do, God helping you: take your everyday, ordinary life-your 

sleeping, eating, going to work, and walking around life-and place it before God as an offering.” Embrace 

God with who you are and what you do to build the kingdom of God right here at Rehoboth.

 FOOD PANTRY & PRODUCE GIVEAWAY  
 

Another busy month! Harvest Hope Food Bank has had little canned goods for us, and we’ve bought from 

Aldi’s. We spent almost $150 on one trip to Aldi’s and saw it essentially distributed in 2 days. We can get 

food wholesale through Harvest Hope, but it takes 2 to 3 weeks for the food to be delivered. We ordered 

$200 worth (soup, green beans & corn) on September 20. We’ll need to see how much we get for our 

money. We have also started the process to buy from U.S. Foods in Lexington; we’re waiting for them to 

call to make an appointment for our application. 

 

Rehoboth’s angels have been checking the cupboard and bringing food regularly. We recently had to close 

the pantry for a day (little food and clients only can come once a month). Sam & Ida Rhyner, Bonnie Hollis, 

and Neal Inman responded to the sign and went shopping, bringing in multiple bags of groceries. Joan 

Deremo’s motto for the food pantry is reaffirmed almost daily: “Faith feeds us all.” 

 

A word about Harvest Hope—recently food items available have been flavored water, power drinks, baby 

food, flu medication, dog/cat food, cookies, and condiments (salad dressing, ketchup, mustard). We have 

consistently selected items that give the most nutritional value for our administrative fee. The following are 

the most desirable items for the pantry: peanut butter, canned fruit, canned corn, green beans, baked beans, 

cereal, pasta sauce, pasta, dried beans, rice, macaroni & cheese, and grits. These are items we like to have 

on hand. We also try to keep some canned meat, tuna, etc. for some of the people who are not able to cook. 

 

Jonnie Gillian and Marge O’Donnell have been working in the food pantry for a month now and are  

keeping very busy. When they are not serving clients, they repackage large containers of boiled eggs,  

cabbage, sliced tomatoes, etc., and fold grocery bags. They are a blessing to the pantry. We could use a  

couple of more volunteers. Right now Marge (with husband Dan) are in Georgia helping flood victims. 

Judy Davis has added her name to our volunteer list. Anyone else? Call me at 788-3666 or contact Elaine at 

788-2220. 

 

Our annual inspection by Harvest Hope was this month. We passed! We have a couple of forms to get in to 

HHFB; they seem to be missing from our file. 

 

You all have been incredibly generous. Just wanted you to know that the “faithful crew” had a yard sale at 

Maria Kistler’s house. She’s in California, but Alice Milton filled in as hostess and worker. We made 

$312.00 on Saturday, but we had also sold some of the “stuff” before the official date for an additional 

$295.  This money will be given directly to HHFB and credited to our account. In this way the company my 

husband, Joe, worked for will match the money. It also means that we have some extra money to help pay 

for the expensive wholesale food we will be using in the pantry.  

 

I truly believe we are making a difference in the lives of our clients, and you all are making this possible. 

 

I was on vacation during the produce giveaway so I’m not sure what items were included. I also forgot to 

ask anyone to set up our portable sign. There were fewer people at the door, but all the food was distributed 

to people who could use it. I’ll do better in October as we’re staying home for a while.
